Golf Tip of the Month 
Brad Faxon is ranked number one on the PGA Tour in putts per round with a 27.57 average.   Tom Lehman comes in at 
195th with a 30.67 average per round.  See how you would fair out compared to the best players on the PGA Tour.   
   
Here’s how… 
Start keeping track of how many putts you have in your rounds of golf.  Record this number at home over 10 rounds. 
After you have 10 rounds of putts, add up the numbers and divide by 10 to obtain your putts-per-round average.  To 
further evaluate your putting skills, determine what your average 18 hole score is and assess what percent of your score 
is putting.  If your goal is to lower your golf scores, improving your putts-per-round is the quickest way to achieve that 
scenario.  
 
Learning putting games will keep you on the putting green more often while having fun. 7up is a great putting game 
that takes two people to play and will help you focus on your putting technique.  Stop by the golf shop and ask me how 
it’s played or challenge me to a game.

The warmer temperatures provide 
challenges for the maintenance department; however, the seasonal climate also serves to assist in presenting a golf 
course that plays firm and fast on a daily basis.  The maintenance department will continue to strive for smooth and fast 
putting surfaces throughout the remainder of the season.  In particular, we will conduct the cultural practice of  
needle-tining the greens, followed with a light top-dressing application to keep the surfaces smooth and healthy going 
forward.     
 
Our staff members in this department have responded commendably with respect to completing daily and weekly  
cultural practices.  Their effort has resulted in delivering an optimum golf course from an aesthetics and playability 
standpoint.  The maintenance team will focus primarily on golf course conditioning for the remainder of the year.   
 
In this regard, we have spent a great deal of time hand watering the golf course as part of our overall maintenance  
program.  This will continue throughout the warmer season in order to keep our water usage at a minimum.  Thus far, 
we have saved thousands of gallons of water, and we will conserve thousands more as we replace some night time  
irrigation cycles with hand watering.

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How To Properly Repair Ball Marks 
Un-repaired ball marks take two to three weeks to properly heal, leaving behind unsightly, uneven putting surfaces. On the 
other hand, a repaired ball mark only takes half that time to heal. 
Beginner or pro, it is your responsibility as a golfer to fix your own marks. If you're truly a steward of the game, you'll fix 
any others you see while your partners are putting. There's really not much to it, but there are a few guidelines you should 
follow when making these repairs.

1. Please make an effort to carry a divot tool with you at all times. A tee can work as well but won’t improve the surface as     
easily as a two pronged repair tool. 
2. Insert your divot tool on the ball marks edge – not in the middle of the depression. 
3. Gently bring the edges together with a twisting motion towards the center of the mark. Try to avoid lifting up your divot 
tool as this can cause the grass to tear. 
4. Once you have repaired the ball mark, gently tap down your work with your putter to smooth the surface.
